Problem: nag and time limit removal


Cracker: CoDeViRuS


Level: intermidiate


Tools needed:


-Hiew


-Wdasm


-Your favourite patcher to distribute cracks(optional)





	Start I0phtCrack and nasty nag pops up telling you to register the prog. Here we could fire up SI and  track down for our right serial code as I have showed you in my previous tutorial. If anybody manages to do it fell free to writte tutorial on it yourself. I did it and it is prety complicated because program breakpoints about 15 times and not only 2 as others. But let's leave this now. I will show you another easier way.





Part one:


Go to Wdasm dissamble our target and look for some string ref. Now search for the message that program gives us when we try to register with dummy serial. You should look for "You have entered an invalid code" and "You have successfully registered". Doubble click one a couple of times and you will land somewhere in asm code. Now look around. Around both messages you will see a lot of jumps which beg to be modifyed but left them alone. Even if we changed some of them program wouldn't register because it writtes real serial in registry and checks it when the program is launched. It is good trick to protect programs but authors have made mistake a couple a lines above. Do you see it? It says: 


Possible StringData Ref from Data Obj - "d" and above at 00406265  0F85020000 a jump. I wonder what this Data Object could be? And yes it is our nag which is caused with jump above what you have probably already guest. So launch Hiew and change the jump from je to jne.  Start the program and it works. Fucking bastard is gone.





Part two:


Now let's look for time limit. Bellow String refs. which we used in part one we see another which looks somehow familiar to us: "Your trial version of L0phtCrack" and we can already see what it says after that. So doubble click it and you are in hart of our protection. Let's rock. Above you see a jump. If we used a program more than 15 days (jump if greater) it jumps to our error message. So after 15 days we must change it to jl-jump if less.
