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Introduction o

Here we are at Edition #8. Does anybody other than the author recall Edition
#1, back in 1978? It was the first scanner directory devoted to federal frequencies.
It spurred interest in federal monitoring at a time when there were very few clubs
or national publications that would print most of the listings we went ahead and
published. Before that, most fed scanner monitors operated in a couple of relatively
small and close-knit cliques where frequencies were privately exchanged. Our
Edition #l1 proved that many scanner owners wanted to be in on this, but had no
idea of how and where to monitor for the federal comms.

A lot of work went into that edition, but we now realize that it contained only a
small fraction of the data that became incorporated into later editions. This
continued as the series became more widely known and lots of information began
pouring in from enthusiastic monitors who enjoyed being a part of the Registry
project.

It continues to this day. A rather steady stream of letters and cards adds to,
amplifies, clarifies, changes, and corrects the listings. This is certainly encouraged
and welcomed at this end. I have enjoyed federal monitoring for many years. I like
it because it's exciting and interesting, and because there's always something new
to learn. You never get to be an expert. That's why I want, seek, and enjoy all
the help I can get from other monitoring enthusiasts. This input is important to me,
and why this Registry series has achieved such wide acceptance and success.
Although the Registry started out as a guide for scanner hobbyists, it long ago
became the standard reference to federal communications systems. This Registry is
now relied upon by law enforcement agencies, communications techs, security
personnel, the news media, and others. Even the government uses our book!

We would, therefore, at this time like to acknowledge and thank those who
submitted material for inclusion in Edition #8. For whatever reasons, some
contributors submitted information anonymously. Some signed the data, but
requested that their names not be published. We always honor such requests.

Let's Monitor Federal

Scanner monitoring is great. It provides a spectacular view at the inner
operations of your area police, sheriff, fire, EMS, air and ground transportation,
and other activities. You can hear business, private security services, and all sorts
of other things from forest rangers to florist delivery trucks.
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Many scanner monitors will tell you that, wunless you're scanning federal
stations, then you are only getting a partial view of your community in action. In
fact, in the USA,' federal agencies have frequency space reserved for their
exclusive operation that equals hundreds of MHz worth of communications spectrum,
and on scanner frequencies! These frequencies are where agencies such as the
Secret Service, FBI, DEA, U.S. Customs, Bureau of Alcohol Tobacco and Firearms,
IRS, Border Patrol, Immigration Service, Department of State, Department of
Agriculture, Department of Labor, FCC, ICC, FAA, all military services, and other
agencies operate.

The government doesn't-- won't-- give out information on the frequencies used
by these stations. At one time such information was available from the government
for all but a few agencies, but no more. During the Reagan years, the government
slammed down the lid on federal frequency and station information, and now the
government releases virtually nothing except that information considered necessary
for the safety of life and property. Washington simply considers everything else
"secret," and that's the end of that!

But you should encounter no problems just listening. The law (Communications
Act, Section 705) dictates that anything you might overhear should be kept to
yourself. Basically, you shouldn't record it, act upon it, profit from it, or report
the contents of what you heard to anybody else. More than the law, it's just good
sense. You are advised to obtain a copy of the Communications Act of 1934, USCA
Section 705, and familiarize yourself with what it says. It deals with Secrecy of
Communications. There are penalties for violations. You are solely responsible for
your own activities, and there have been problems when people overhear things,
but decide to reveal what they heard to others.

As has been previously reported, the US Customs service in Baltimore offered a
$500 reward for information leading to the identy of a particular scanner owner.
This fellow overheard some communications and then apparently tipped off the
suspect, who was a foreign national working as a crew member aboard a vessel.
The suspect was being investigated because the feds thought he was smuggling 2
kilograms of heroin. The investigation was destroyed by the information being given
to the suspect.

There have been other stories similar to this. Those who gave out the
information have felt the wrath of the law when caught. Still, sometimes the story
has a wry and offbeat twist that works out differently than the usual pattern of
events.

In 1992, a Philadelphia scanner owner was tuned to a frequency used by a
federal agency. In fact, for some reason he happened to be taping what he heard.
Within days, his activities were the topic of a half page story in The Philadelphia
Inquirer ("U.S. Agents Assailed For Radio Gab," by Jeffrey Fleishman and Karl
Stark, April 4, 1992).

The scanner owner, who was not named in the paper, taped conversations by
the agents kidding around while discussing a suspect. One agent was asking
another if he was going to beat the subject during the interrogation. The other
agent replied that it would be only a "light questioning," which meant that the
suspect would require no more than ten stitches.

The agents then turned their comments to the suspect's "scantily clad" wife.
After that, they discussed taking over the suspect's pizza parlor and changing its
name to that of one of the supervisor in charge of the surveillance. Also, the
agents were kidding one another about which of them was going to win a $50
employee award, although one hoped that it wouldn't put him into a higher tax
bracket.




All of the taped conversations took place during a surveillance that led to the
confiscation of 4,000 lbs. of illegal fireworks. In fact, one agent even joked about
hoarding cases of the confiscated fireworks in "our garage." Another agent
responded to this with the comment, "Talk himself right into the grave, won't he?"

And he practically did. Next thing you know, the tapes with their small talk,
chit chat, and kidding around turned up in all the wrong places. Like the federal
agency that employs the agents. Like the news media. Even though it was obvious
that the agents were doing nothing more than passing the time during their
surveillance by exchanging the type of jocular wisecracks cops always make, their
agency saw no humor in the entire matter.

Their agency felt it all sounded unprofessional. Also, the jokes about brutality
coming right at the time of the Rodney King incident seemed to jab at a very
sensitive nerve point. The parallel to the public's video recording of the King
incident and the audio recording of this incident by a member of the public didn't
at all sit well. The newspaper report carried quotes from prominent members of the
law enforcement community criticizing the poor image this type of thing creates for
those in law enforcement.

The agents received no disciplinary action, but they were cautioned about
future small talk over their radios. The agency said the agents had used poor
judgment.

My own personal feeling? Once the media and the agency had been given tapes
of the conversations, they had no choice to play out the ball of string to its end.
These agents were obviously not serious about what they were saying. Their
comments should have been listened to and forgotten. The agents had no reason to
be fried. Their agency had no reason to be humiliated because of a couple of
agents joking around while stuck on a boring stakeout.

It's unfortunate incidents such as this, just as much as idiots tipping off
suspects, that has made some federal agencies and their employees unfriendly
towards people who own scanners. My own experience has been that scanner owners
generally are responsible people who mean no harm. Of course, this isn't true of all
scanner owners. Some are not well-intentioned, and some mean well but simply have
very poor judgment. If all people with scanners would simply be content to listen
and no more than that, everybody would be the better for it. Scanner owners
would benefit, to say nothing of the agencies we like so much to monitor.

OK, you're saying that federal agencies have the ability to use digital voice
scramblers that assures complete privacy. If they don't want to be monitored, you
feel, they should use their scramblers. I would point out that not all agencies have
this equipment, although those that do have the scramblers do tend to use it
liberally when they they wish to talk exchange sensitive traffic. This is fine, but
only means something if the agents feel the traffic is sensitive and then decide to
switch into scrambled mode.

In the instance of the Philadelphia federal agents and their banter, it could
very well be that they (rightfully) assumed that their small talk was not at all
sensitive, and didn't need to be scrambled. Hindsight proves that they were wrong,
which is why someday we may all be saddened to find that most federal comms are
scrambled. And we will have only ourselves to thank for that eventuality.

However, I'd also like to point out that fed agents who use digital scramblers
freely admit that they really prefer to communicate "in the clear" as much as
possible. This is because scramblers often sound lousy and are garbled. Also,
agents complain that they can't communicate over the same range when they are in
scrambled mode. President Reagan had a digital scrambled telephone aboard Air
Force 1 and almost never used it-- couldn't understand a single word that came

over the thing.




The wisdom for the day is, just listen. Keep the contents of the messages to
yourself.

Information

All information has been checked as much as possible. In some instances, the
author has farmed out certain listings for double checking by monitors who
specialize in certain agencies. This doesn't mean that we haven't still managed to
leave out some information that would have been here if we had known it. Nor does
it mean that you won't occasionally spot some conflicting or otherwise seemingly
incorrect data here. In any publication containing the large amount of information
supplied by many different sources, some listings turn up this way no matter how
much we tried to get everything reconciled.

As wusual, when it comes to federal data, there is some amount of guesswork,
presumptions, and assumptions that can be made, based upon certain patterns. This
has been done, but despite all efforts to keep our information as current, correct,
and complete as possible there will still be those that managed to slip through the
cracks.

While one of our strengths and joys has been the volume of data that arrives
from well-intentioned monitoring enthusiasts, this hasn't been without its own
problems. Occasionally, information arrives that contains errors that were
previously published elsewhere, or even in an earlier edition of this Registry. We
have tried to weed out this type of data. Data, even error-laced, never dies. It
goes on forever and is passed down through the generations.

In 1972, the author compiled a frequency listing about New York City on behalf
of a client. The NYC Fire Department has a number of fire boats, each having its
own individual maritime radio service call letters. One fire boat didn't seem to have
an assigned FCC call, so I filled in the blank spot using WH-3844. This was a long-
expired marine service callsign that I had personally held in the early 1950's. That
data was some how perpetuated and, to this very day, my old call letters still
appear in someone's current directory showing NYC Fire Department comms.

I tried an experiment to test my theory on data being immortal. In an earlier
edition of the Registry, I deliberately listed a Secret Service channel (165.375) in
two places. It was shown were it belonged, with the Secret Service. But it was also
added to the list of frequencies of the Bureau of Alcohol Tobacco and Firearms.
Many federal frequencies are actually used by more than one agency, but I selected
this one because it seemed so obvious, and was so well known as being used by
only one agency, the Secret Service.

The response to this has been interesting. Some of this Registry's regular
reporters picked up on it immediately and wrote that they got a chuckle when it
showed up. Three years later, though, one newsletter columnist was still grumbling
about our "infamous error." Ho boy, that sure taught us never to try to sneak one
past someone who is obviously an expert. No sir!

Eventually, however, the swallows came back to Capistrano. I spotted the
bizarre new (or "infamous," if you prefer) ATF frequency starting to show up
elsewhere. People just didn't realize how infamous it was. It appeared in several
publications. It has also shown up in some of the ATF information monitors have
sent here for our use in future editions of this Registry. God, what kind of
Frankenstein have I created? The data that wouldn't die. I think the call letters for
that ATF frequency are-- ah... WH-3844,

So, everything in this directory should be regarded with all of the above
factors in mind. Because of the basic nature of the listings herein, keep in mind
that it's all unofficial, mostly speculatory, with quite a few guesses, and some
gaps. We hope and assume that it is mostly on-target, but we offer no guarantees
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and we are always open to your thoughts-- and your suggestions.

By the way, we have had inquiries as to why this series is not regularly
updated with a new edition every year. Frankly, our feeling is that most scanner
owners don't need a directory updated every year. Well, obviously it's a good way
of selling scanner owners a new book every year, but there are seldom enough
changes to justify the cost to the average monitor. My inclination is to update a
directory when there are a sufficient number of changes to make the previous
edition become outdated enough to justify the purchase of a new one. This is a
variable period with each edition of every directory. In the case of this Registry,
it was a three year gap before I (and readers who started to write in on the
subject) thought it was time for Edition #8 to make an appearance.

This Registry carries no advertising. Also note that we have not included many
pages that contain a few scraps of data plus large areas of vacant white space.
Such pages look pretty, I'll admit. There are directories with this fancy format.
They run up the total number of pages and price of the book. It allows the book to
be described as having almost as many pages as the Hong Kong telephone
directory. But for what? I have opted to give you as much information as possible,
with very little blank white space. There are no ads to pad out the pages, either.
You want data. Right? Our straightforward informational format offers you several
times the amount of listings available anywhere else at any price.

The Frequencies

The majority of VHF/UHF federal communications take place within certain
bands. In the USA, the FCC has no authority to issue licenses for stations on
those frequencies. In this Registry, these frequencies will be our primary interest.
They are: 29.89 to 30.51 MHz; 32.00 to 33.00 MHz; 34.00 to 35.00 MHz; 36.00 to
37.00 MHz; 38.00 to 39.00 MHz; 40.00 to 42.00 MHz; 49.66 to 50.00 MHz; 137.00 to
144,00 MHz MHz; 148.00 to 150.80 MHz; 157.04 to 157.19 MHz; 162.02 to 173.20
MHz; 173.40 to 174.00 MHz; and 225.00 to 420.00 MHz.

Most scanners have a search/scan mode. Put your scanner in search/scan, then
explore each of these frequency ranges. Concentrate your efforts on 500 kHz
segments, searching at the fastest rate your scanner can operate. Search each
segment for at least a few days at a time before moving along to the next one.
Keep a detailed record of each active frequency you spot-— and the agency you
suspect may be operating there. You should be able to discover new frequencies.
The 30 to 50 MHz band has the potentials of bringing in long distance reception due
to ionospheric propagation.

Not every scanner can operate in the 225 to 400 MHz range. This band is
mostly used for military aeronautical comms. These comms are virtually all in AM
mode. There are some narrowband FM (NFM) or wideband FM (WFM) satellite comms
in portions of this band, too, as noted in the listings. Military transmissions
between 30 and 75 MHz are most often in WFM mode, although civilian agencies on
these frequencies use NFM. Between 118 and 139 MHz, comms are in AM mode, while
everything above 139 MHz is usually in NFM mode. We have also listed many HF
comms frequencies (those between 2000 and 30000 kHz). These are usually upper
sideband (USB) mode, and require a communications receiver to be monitored.

Some repeater systems have a "talkaround" feature. At times this is the "F-2,"
or "direct" short-range method of operation in the system. It means that the mobile
and handheld units stop transmitting on the repeater input frequency and receiving
on the repeater output frequency. In this mode they go into simplex operation
where they transmit and receive on the repeater output frequency. This means that
their signals no longer pass through the repeater. Therefore, the radios become
useful for short range surveillance work, although the field agents are still tuned
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to the repeater frequency in case other units want to contact them.

Some surveillance comms have also been noted in the 869 to 894 MHz cellular
band, also the 49.67 to 49.99 MHz no-license low-power comms band. Sources have
reported DEA surveillance in the 72 to 76 MHz band, but this remains questionable.

Note that some frequencies in the Registry are shown to 4 places after the
decimal, as in 173.4875 MHz (for example). Not every scanner will accept this exact
frequency. Your scanner may register 173.485 or 173.49 MHz when you attempt to
program in 173.4875 MHz. That means vyour scanner is designed to accept
programming every 5 kHz. Do not be at all concerned as either frequency
possibility is a mere 2.5 kHz away from 173.4875. In FM radio, this means
practically nothing at all since the FM signals are 16 kHz wide. Rest assured that
you will still hear anything and everything that is taking place on 173.4875, and
you'll never be able to tell the difference. This goes for all frequencies with 4
digits after the decimal that can't be programmed into your scanner exactly that
way. Not to worry. Trust me.

Usage

Not all frequencies buzz away with activity day and night. Some are used only
for special uses or occasions, or emergencies, and some may not be used at all in
your local area. Many federal agencies are your basic 9 to 5 weekday operations, so
keep this in mind as you search through for activity. It may be that a frequency
may be active in your local area, but that activity could well take place within a 9
to 5 timeframe, Monday to Friday-- and the station could be used only a couple of
times each day.

Budgetary constraints have cut back on a number of federal activities. There
are quite a few military installations recently closed or ready to shut down as this
Registry is being prepared. The USAF is in the midst of a major reorganization,
which we have taken into account as much as we could with the knowledge at hand.
Things are ever-changing, and some federal activities may be operating with less
vigor than it would seem from the number of frequencies at their disposal. For the
time being, we are still not ready to ditch all of this information, although we have
zapped some that was in Edition #7. The world is still rather screwd up, and until
they come in with the bulldozers and knock down empty buildings, I'd still not rush
to abandon certain frequencies. Would you?

Keep your station records, files, logs, or other data on what you're hearing.
Indicate the frequencies, the amount of activity, the apparent users, and other
relevant information. As you go, you will find that you are constructing a
wonderful base of information. In this edition, we are running a by-frequency
listing of many high-interest monitoring channels. This is a feature that readers
have requested be included to help them program their scanners. Use it as a
starting point to custom-design the programming scheme for your own scanner. It
may give you some good idea with which to work.

Keep your ears peeled for newsworthy events, such as VIP visits to your area,
search and rescue missions, major pollution problems, disasters, civil unrest, and
other things that can trigger activity on federal frequencies.

Please be sure to share your information with us for future editions. Your
information will be appreciated and used by many. I will try to answer all who
submit information, although it may take me a while to get back to you. Edition #8
is the largest yet. With your kind help, the next edition with contain even more!

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How U.S. & Russian Forces Are Supposed To Communicate During A Confrontation

According to U.S. Department of Defense information current at the time this
Registry was published, certain specific communications procedures have been
mutually agreed upon by the USA and the Russians. These procedures are to be
used "to avoid dangerous military activities and peacefully resolving related
incidents."

The agreed upon procedures are to be followed when the armed forces of one
nation enter the national territory of the other nation, either unintentionally or as
the result of an invasion.

The procedures are broken down into air, sea, and ground related encounters,
and specify the communications frequencies that should be used by the opposing
military units to inter-communicate in an effort to resolve the matter peacefully.

Here is a copy of the designated frequency and call sign information.

Agriculture, Department of (USDA)

The USDA is an active communication that has gained increasing popularity with
monitors ever since the 6th Edition of this registry broke the ice with the first
extensive frequency listing for the agency. Our National Forests are crawling with
poachers and marijuana growers. Our ports of entry receive arrivals of agricultural
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items from overseas, including marijuana. Because of this, the USDA plays an
important role in the area of inspection and enforcement to protect the public
against banned, adulterated, unclean, polluted, contaminated, bug-infested, and
spoiled foodstuffs, live animals, and plants. All this, in addition to the agency's
activities in the areas of soil conservation, maintaining our nation's forestlands,
inspecting domestic agricultural products and their processing, etc., etc. Because
the USDA is active in so many urban and rural areas, an on so many levels, it
turns out to be a very interesting agency to monitor.

The 229-million acres of forest under the control of the USDA are known to be
outfitted with at least eight different types of surveillance systems ranging from
telephone taps to closed-circuit TV. Mail interception is also used. Sensors are
placed strategically throughout National Forests to keep tabs on human and wildlife
activities. Even with these systems, a special force (500-strong) attempts to locate
marijuana growers. This force works in close cooperation and coordination with the
DEA as well as state and county enforcement agencies.

Air Force, U.S. (USAF)

Some basic HF/VHF/UHF frequencies used by USAF air and ground units are
shown here. Keep in mind that transmissions in the 118 to 139 and 225 to 400 MHz
bands will usually be in AM mode; those between 25 and 75 MHz are likely to be in
WFM (wide FM) mode, those from 2 to 25 MHz in SSB (usually USB), while other
VHF and UHF will be in NFM (narrow FM). Also note that in 1992 the USAF
underwent a major structural reorganization. The USAF components long known as
the SAC, TAC, and MAC were reorganized, reshuffled, and revamped to reflect the
the nation's defense needs in light of changing world conditions. In a very
capsulized view of the new USAF, the three major components are the Air mobility
Command (AMC), the Air Combat Command (ACC), and the United States Strategic
Command (USSTRATCOM). Generally, you might think of the AMC of a combination
of former MAC and SAC elements. Think of the ACC as our air defense and combat
ready forces, such as the old TAC, NORAD, Air Guard. Think of USSTRATCOM as
being a version of the former SAC. Base, ID, and HF frequency changes have been
observed, and are still taking place as this book is being prepared. We have
included all known changes. Undoubtedly, monitors will be tracking the changes for
some time to come. In the VHF/UHF bands, our listings have usually retained the
old SAC, TAC, MAC designations because these frequencies are still in use, and
could well continue in use as before by the new USAF elements.

Also check between 49.67 and 50 MHz, also
the 88 to 108 MHz FM broadcasing band for low-cost units. Note that many FM
wireless intercoms and "baby monitors" operate between 49.67 and 50.00 MHz. Baby
monitors are often left running all the time, day and night, and tend to pick up
conversations and other domestic sounds from several rooms of a house, or an
entire apartment. As such, they qualify as "inadvertant" electronic surveillance
equipment. Search the entire band, especially checking 49.67 49.77 49.83 49.845
49.86 49.875 49.89 49.93 49.97 49.99 MHz for these signals. Some "baby monitor"
signals can be picked up from a mile or more away.

Cordless telephone surveillance is conducted beteen 46.61 and 46.97 MHz. Search
the entire band, especially checking 46.61 46.63 46.67 46.71 46.73 46.77 46.83 46.87
46.93 and 46.97 MHz (and midway points between these) for signals. Some newer
cordless phones operate in the 902 to 928 MHz band, some claiming to use voice
scrambling techniques. A scanner with a good outside antenna, mounted up high,
might be able to pick up cordless phones from several miles away.

Monitoring of analog cellular phone conversations (869.04 to 893.97 MHz band) is
common, although a violation of the Electronic Communications Privacy Act (Public
Law 99-508 of October 21, 1986). Cellular channels are allocated with 30 kHz

separation between each.

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Federal Communications Commission (FCC)

The FCC is most often noted by scanner monitors in all areas on 167.05/172.80
MHz, a frequency pair that was first revealed to monitors in an earlier edition of
this Registry. In published statements, FCC personnel have hinted that other VHF
or UHF FCC two-way channels are also used, although none have thusfar been
reported by reliable monitoring sources. The fact is that FCC monitoring vans are
equipped to operate on just about any communications frequency, including CB
channels. In order to check the proper operation of licensed public safety,
maritime, aero, industrial, transportation or other licensed systems, FCC units
sometimes find it necessary to communicate with these stations on their respective
frequencies.

Still, monitors have continued inquiring about the possibilities of the FCC mobile
units using 41.06 MHz, but nobody has yet reported actually monitoring anything
on that frequency. Other unconfirmed FCC communications facilities are supposedly
in Long Beach, CA on 127.125 MHz; Washington, DC on 37.50 and 153.185 MHz;
Laurel, MD on 168.35 MHz. Other unconfirmed but rumored frequencies include
408.00 and 418.00 MHz. We have yet to hear from any monitor reporting activity on
any of these frequencies and wonder if there is any real reason to continue to give
them any consideration at this point.

On the HF bands, an earlier edition of this Registry was also first to publish
information of those frequencies and their channel designator numbers. It does
appear that these frequencies are used by FCC monitoring facilities running RTTY
(425/45 and 425/75N has been reported) using "bit inversion" privacy mode. The
"bit inversion" key is changed once per month. Channels reported especially active
include 3, 3A, 5, and 5D. A while back, monitors used to also report SSB and CW,
but only RTTY has been reported in recent years.

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Customs Service, US

Leading the way in the international war against smuggling, the Customs Service
turns up in news headlines and TV footage on a weekly basis. This has always kept
the agency high on the list of activities high on the "want to monitor" list of most
people who own scanners and communications receivers, for the agency uses
frequences spread out across HF, VHF and UHF.

The primary supply routes into the US for contraband are from the south,
although things are always changing to a certain extent. South Florida continues as
a popular spot, although Puerto Rico and the Virgin Islands are popular, as are
Bimini and other Bahamas locations as offshore staging areas on the trip from South
America. From these areas, ships and aircraft can bring illicit drugs directly to
areas all along Gulf coasts, and well northwards along the Atlantic and Pacific
Coasts. The aircraft are bold enough to land on rural roads of such poor quality
that you'd think twice about driving your car there. A popular western entry route
is through Mexico, into Santa Cruz and Cochise Counties ("Cocaine Alley") of
Arizona. The US Customs Service, often in concert with a myriad of other federal
agencies (including the USCG, USN, DEA, FBI, CIA, FCC, State Dept., FEMA,
ATF, Dept. of Commerce, HHS, Dept. of the Interior, INS, NOAA, DEA, Dept.
Agriculture, selected CAP units) as well as state and local agencies, is dedicated to

cutting off the flow of drugs prior to their arrival within the nation's borders. This
requires vessels and aircraft, and the communications that monitors invariably find
to be fascinating.

It's the hunt and chase, the pursuit, the attempts at evading the blockade
against smugglers that is taking place in the Caribbean, the Gulf of Mexico, in
Cocaine Alley, and now in many other coastal and interior areas. Much of the
communications can be monitored, and monitors generally seem to be under the
impression that all Customs Service communications are "in the clear." This isn't
true, the agency does have secure circuits. Customs Service aircraft carry a small
plaque that reads "Non-secure radios will not be used when using any secure radio
or the intercom for classified communications."

Nerve centers for Customs operations are scattered. Joint Task Force 4 (JTF-4)
operates from the navy base at Key West, FL, The West Coast counterpart is JTF-
5, out of Oakland, CA. Both are under the command of USCG officers, reporting
directly to the US Atlantic and Pacific commands. There's also a Customs National
Aviation Center. Its task is to control the deployment of interdiction aircraft as well
as the coordination national surveillance data. This facility provides intelligence
information to enforcement units in the field.

There are two Customs Service command, control, and communications and
intelligence (C31) centers, one for the East Coast, one for the West Coast. The
East Coast center is in Miami, the other is at March AFB, CA. An administrative
facility is in Oklahoma City, OK. The two C3I| centers have radar consoles that
provide information on all aircraft flying along the Atlantic, Pacific, and GCulf
coasts, as well as along the US/Mexican border. The radar inputs come from FAA,
military (including NORAD) sources.
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Customs also collects radar data from units installed in aerostats. These are
helium-filled blimp-like platforms for radars. Tethered to the ground by strong
cables, they are raised to altitudes of 15,000 to 20,000 ft. and are very useful in
detecting low flying aircraft. Present/proposed Customs aerostats are in southern
PR, Morgan City, LA; Matagorda, TX; Alabama Port, AL; Venice, FL; Horseshoe
Beach, FL; Rio Grande City, TX; Marfa, TX; Eagle Pass, TX; Ft. Huachuca, AZ;
Deming, NM; and in the Bahamas at Great Inagua, Grand Bahama, and George
Town. USAF aerostats are at Venice, FL and Cudjoe Key, FL.

Customs vessels and aircraft are also radar equipped, as are the units of other
agencies (USCG, USN, etc.) that are on anti-smuggler patrol in coordination with
Customs. Also, intelligence coming into the C3l| centers is radioed to vessels and
aircraft.

Customs operates UHF air/air and air/ground radios for short-distance comms.
These are 225 to 400 MHz-band sets in the clear and with encryption. There are
also Customs Service VHF-FM comms taking place, These units can operate with
voice privacy but have no encryption at this time, At some point, it is planned for
the VHF systems to be encrypted.

On HF, Customs comms are via a scrambler-capable Rockwell (Collins) computer
driven SSB system. Monitors have noted that this system has a data burst on one
frequency followed by a series of data bursts on other frequencies. What this
represents is the equipment autoscanning 10 primary comms frequencies in an effort
to contact a specific other station. The data burst is a selective calling signal
intended to break the squelch of that specific station when the autoscanning
reaches that station's guard channel. Recently the 10 autoscan channels were noted
as being: ZB YC VE VF VG ZE VC YG YH and YIl. The high powered ("Atlas")
base station transmitter site is Cedar Rapids, IA, with remote outlets in Newport
Beach, CA, and near Richardson, TX.

Over the years, monitors have noted that a large number of HF frequencies have
been used. Some have been in continuous use for a long time, others have been
phased out and replaced by new ones. Some that were on hiatus have been

returned to service. At least one frequency was seemingly shut down after it was
ruined by what sounded to observers like deliberate jamming. In general, HF
frequencies are referred to by code letters, such as "Yankee Delta" (YD), or
"Sierra India" (SI).

Our HF listing shows all Customs Service SSB frequencies (and identifiers) that
had been reported up to the time this edition was compiled.

The Customs Service aircraft roster is as complete as possible, but some of the
agency's aircraft have "unlisted" tail numbers.

A large percentage of the
GSA's 18,000 employees are in the agency's Public Buildings Service (PBS) or the
GSA's Law Enforcement Branch. The PBS the group responsible for the design,
construction or leasing, appraisal, operation, maintenance and protection of most of
the federally controlled buildings in the nation. This covers 284-million square feet
of space, including the parking areas, of about 8,500 federally owned and leased
buildings. In addition to hundreds of millions of dollars worth of construction
projects now underway, Building Protection, which is a major component of the
PBS, utilizes intrusion alarm systems, entry control devices, physical barriers, and
a uniformed and armed security force.

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Ground Wave Emergency Network (GWEN)

A nationwide military low-frequency communications system developed to assure
continuity to contact with US strategic forces in the absence of satellite, landline,
and HF comms due to electromagnetic pulse (EMP) or other result of enemy attack.
Operation is via packet mode (1200 baud, 600 Hz shift), with pulses lasting 2
seconds. Although some components of the system utilize UHF or microwave links,
the GWEN system is basically operational on twenty LF channels.

In some areas, mobile units with a "Zero" prefix are transport vehicles operated
by a "D.O" (Detention Officer). An "A Number" is the serial number on the upper
right hand corner of immigration papers; it is used as a "Control Number." The
"Control Name" refers to the surname of the subject in question.

Along the US side of the US/Mexican border there are seismic detectors. Each one
is numbered, and auxiliary detectors attached to the main ones are also numbered.
The auxiliary detectors ("Ports") indicate the direction of travel. All readings are
sent to EPIC (El Paso Intelligence Center) by radio telemetry and come up on
computer screens as well as hard copy. Some patrol vehicles have on-board
equipment for local control, if necessary. A radio report of "Hit on 1250 Port 2"
indicates that sensor #1250 has picked up a subject; the Port number indicates the
direction of travel.
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Some remote farms, homes, and ranches that don't landline telephones are
equipped with "panic buttons" that register at EPIC when they are pressed. A
radio report such as "Sensor 1277" or "Sensor "1451" refers to a signal having been
received from one of these devices. That dispatches a patrol car.

Other BP terminology encountered includes: "FOS"= Field Operations Supervisor;
"ASU"= Anti-Smuggling Unit; "VR"= Voluntary Return :aliens being returned;
"OTM"= Alien, other than Mexican; "EWI"= Entered Without Inspection; "PIO"=
Patrol Intelligence Officer; and "PO"= Patrol Officer. Along the border, "ZX-5" is
a roadblock on [-25, north of Truth or Consequences, NM; "ZX-7" is a roadblock
on I-10 at milepost #121, NM. It should be noted that BP units, at times, are often
the first units on the scenes of trafic accidents and other civil emergencies, and
aid work with local, county, and state public safety agencies at such times.

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Federal Bureau of Investigation (FBI)

The FBI retains it's crown as the world's unqualified high-profile intelligence and
enforcement super-agency. The mail from this book's readers clearly indicates that
it continues its reign as the highest-interest federal activity. Scanner monitors are
fascinated. This us undoubtedly because the FBI is in national headlines regularly,
being closely associated with the investigation of terrorist activities, domestic
espionage, bank robberies, aircraft hijackers, kidnapings, organized crime,
corruption of public officials, national security matters, and other similar activities
that have made the FBI the world's most well-known and highly respected
investigative agency. While such investigations are part of the day-to-day work of
the agency's staff of 24,000 men and women, to most of scanner owners, the
activities of the agencies are more than fascinating to hear.

Not that this is the easiest federal agency to monitor. Not by a mile, and it's
intentional, | can assure you. While some transmissions are sent "in the clear,"
others are exchanged with a very effective digital voice scrambling system that
cannot be copied by unauthorized listeners (so far as | am aware). To the scanner
user, such scrambled transmissions sound like a hiss, or "white noise."

Although there does appear to be a bank of frequencies the agency generally
uses, specific frequencies do seem to be added and dropped with some regularity at
various agency offices. Moreover, repeater output/input frequency pairs vary
widely across the country, as do the ID's used to refer to channels. In some of the
earlier editions of this Registry, we had attempted to match specific frequencies
with particular areas, only to find that (on a national level) such a listing became
outdated quite rapidly.

Presently, 163.5375, 163.8625, and (car/car simplex) 167.5625 are in national use.
Local vehicles and offices also use other frequencies in addition to these. Some
monitors report hearing 160 MHz transmissions being simulcast over their UHF link
frequencies.

In general, the FBI uses one group of frequencies between 162.6375 and 164.525.
These are the most often noted repeater output frequencies. Most of the activity
seems to be between 163.8375 and 163.9875 MHz. Repeater input frequencies and
most simplex channels are in a band that runs between 167.2125 and 167.7875. Some
FBI activity has also been reported on several 165 MHz frequencies, including
165.925/167.6375 (participation in Organized Crime/Drug Enforcement Task Force).
The UHF band appears thusfar to be used for links and relays. These frequencies
are generally found in the frequency ranges of 412.30 to 412.90, 414.00 to 414.50,
and 419.15 to 419.60 MHz. Frequencies in the 121.6 to 121.925 MHz portion of the
VHF aero band have been reported in use when the agency communicates with a
skyjacked aircraft on the ground at an airport. Best bet is to regularly search/scan
these bands for currently active frequencies in your local monitoring area.

Note that at the present time, the digital voice scrambling system in use
apparently reduces mesaage intelligibility to some degree and some messages
attempted in scrambled ("Papa") mode can't be understood and have to tried with
the "bubble machine" (scrambler) shut off, or via landline.

FBIl stations all have formal callsigns, although there are plenty of tactical ID's to
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be monitored such as "Bronco Base," "Bulldog 7," "Lucky 2," "Roadrunner 9,"
"Ranger 7" and the like. These may designate members of different squads. These
are rather tentative and therefore no attempt has been made to index them here.

There are still occasional reports of SSB and RTTY activity on the listed HF
frequencies. Most likely these circuits are maintained for backup or standy
purposes in case of the failure of landline or other circuits. They do not appear to
in routine full-time use, but may possibly be tested on a scheduled basis.

We have compiled a listing of what we believe are the frequencies most likely to
produce this agency's communications. Putting a scanner into "search" mode near
these frequencies may let you discover additional frequencies. We also list agents'
lingo and buzzwords that might be monitored, as well as the callsigns known to
have been assigned. All information also shown under the listings for the Dept. of
Justice applies to the FBI.

Note that channel pairs Echo/Foxtrot & Yankee/Zulu are extensively used for
phone patches by Air Force 1 and 2, and also for some Special Air Mission VIP
aircraft. Some SAM aircraft on Echo/Foxtrot include SAM-12492, SAM-31683, SAM-
41682, SAM-60200, and SAM-60202. Most patches are directed to "Crown" (White
House Communications Center). Ground stations for the (NFM mode) Echo/Foxtrot
system are on 407.85 are located throughout the nation and are remoted directly
to/from Washington so that communications are possible on Echo/Foxtrot while
aircraft are on the ground or are flying over or within about 250 miles of the
nation's borders. Monitors on the ground beyond the range of any ground stations
should be able to copy the aircraft on 415.70 MHz (NFM). The Air Force 1 & 2
Yankee/Zulu system appears primarily in use for localized staff or Secret Service
operational phone patches while the aircraft is preparing to land, while it is on the
ground, and with calls placed from motorcade limos.

The following Secret Service code name list covers from the 1960's to the present,
which means that many of the names are no longer used. Some persons show up
more than once, indicating that they had been reassigned new code names once or
more by the White House Communications Agency. Some of these code names have
appeared in the national media, others have never been identified, and we must
assume that some identifications here are incorrect.

A major NSA monitoring facility is operated by the
Naval Security Group atop Brother Ridge, at Sugar Grove, WV. This facility
includes four large satellite dishes and a Wullenweber HF antenna. This is a high
security restricted area. Among the circuits presumably monitored are those
containing international phone and data traffic going through Intelsat satellites from
the Comsat earth station 70 miles away in Etam, WV and also other earth stations at
Roaring Creek, PA and Jamesburg, CA. Most of the international calls going in and
out of the US are handled through these earth stations.

Where's That Agency?

We covered a lot of federal agencies in this publication. In the Miscellaneous
section (above), there are some additional catch-all frequencies used by various
small federal agencies that aren't specifically listed by name in this Registry.

But what about agencies that aren't listed in this Registry and also don't use
any of those "Miscellaneous" frequencies? They can fit into any of several
categories:

1. Some federal agencies don't need or use their own special VHF or UHF comms
systems. |f they have sophisticated communications needs, perhaps they operate via
private satellite network. Or, if their needs are unsophisticated, their needs might
be adequately served by landline telephone and cellular phones.

2. There are federal activities that operate under such hush-hush conditions
that even their very names almost never reach the public, and nobody is willing to
go on record to confirm that they exist-- much less discuss their missions. The
National Reconnaissance Office is one such agency whose existence was mentioned a
few years ago, apparently being related to espionage via satellite. All
communications connected with the activities of any agencies in such a category
would be buried under so many dozens of layers of security measures that it is not
realistic to expect that anything will ever surface in the way of signals, frequency
data, or other information.

3. Undoubtedly there are agencies that fit into neither of these categories, but
fall somewhere in the middle. There are smaller agencies that have their own modest
VHF or UHF systems, and yet are still not listed in this Registry. That's because
we don't have the information. We are always seeking information, so if you have
something to add, please send it along. The 7th Edition was 240 pages in length,
and we had room left for decorative pages between each section. This 8th Edition
runs 269 pages, and it's got so much more information that we had to do away with
all of those pages separating each section! This is because we required the page
space to accommodate frequency information. Even though this is the largest amount
of communications information relating to federal frequencies ever published, we
know that more information is still out there. We hope you will find discover some
of it and pass it along to us for the next edition. Thanks!

Frequency Hopping

When communications users want privacy, they sometimes turn to voice
scrambling. Simple analog-type voice  scramblers are inexpensive and
unsophisticated, and are in wide use by civil agencies. Before the Electronic
Communications Privacy Act made them illegal to use (or sell), there were several
analog de-scramblers on the scanner market. Digital scrambling (which sounds like
a hiss or "white noise" on a scanner) is far more sophisticated (and expensive to
purchase) than analog scrambling systems. Digital scrambling is used by some
federal agencies, and it is not easily descrambled by persons to whom the
communications are not addressed.

A system commonly called Frequency Hopping is yet another method of
communications privacy that is turning up on the federal bands. | have heard it in
use at times on 163.625, 169.375, as well as other frequencies. To try and explain
it in very basic terms, with this system, although the voice itself isn't modified,
the transmission is broken up into brief pieces, with each of those pieces sent out
over a rapidly changing assortment of several different preselected frequencies. At
the receiving end, the transmissions on the several frequencies used are
reassembled and the voice is made whole again.

If you monitor a frequency where there is a system using Frequency Hopping,
if it doesn't use many hopping frequencies, you may be able to detect the
transmissions as sounding like someone talking with their transmitter turning on and
off two or three times per second. You can make out a word here and there. The
more hopping frequencies used, however, the shorter the transmissions, and the
better the privacy-- to the point where the transmissions are so brief they are
either undetected, or are virtually unrecognizable as being components of a voice
message. Even a scanner programmed to receive all frequencies used in a hopping
system (if you knew them) could not scan quickly enough to keep up with the
speed of the frequency hopping.

Perhaps a bank of different scanners, each set to one of the hopping
frequencies would do the trick. You would need to know each of the frequencies.
We don't know of anybody who has tried this yet.

To be sure, there are certainly other scrambling and privacy systems in use.
The military frequencies can turn up several systems. The 225 to 400 MHz UHF aero
band has some aircraft with capabilities for the Magnavox "Have Quick" anti-jamming
communications system. This system requires that the equipment be precisely
synchronized. Synchronization needs to be checked and adjusted regularly. This
can be done over the radio via ground stations equipped for Have Quick timing
facilities.

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Some Monitoring Tips

1. When scanning or in search mode, set the scanner to operate at its fastest
speed. This lets you check as many frequencies as possible within a given time
period.

2. For searching out new active frequencies, consider concentrating or
focussing your efforts rather than operating in a scattershot or disorganized
manner. For instance, if you were going to search the 225 to 400 MHz UHF military
aero band, you would start at 225 MHz and search no more than 2 MHz worth of
spectrum at a time for activity. Conduct a concentrated search of that 2 MHz band
segment for several days, or as much as a week. Note every active frequency you
encounter so it may be entered in your scanner's memory. When you have completed
your intensive survey of 225 to 227 MHz, then move your search to 227 to 229 MHz
and start again. Of course, this technique is effective over any group of
frequencies. You may find it of value to coordinate your search with monitors at
other locations, and then periodically compare or combine the results.

3. Scanners do just fine with multi-band scanner antennas. If you are
especially interested in monitoring a particular band, you should keep in mind that
omnidirectional CB and ham antennas will serve you well on your favorite band. For
instance, a base station CB antenna does quite a nice job on a scanner operating in
the 30 to 50 MHz band. If you have no further use for it for CB purposes, you
might even trim all of the elements down a foot or so in size for scanning purposes
in this band. Ham antennas for the 50, 144, 222, 420, and 902 MHz ham bands are
all tuned for operation very close to bands of interest to scanner users.

4. You can often locate an inexpensive VHF ground plane (GP) antenna, for
instance one made only for VHF high band scanner use. A GP antenna consists of a
single vertical element (which is connected to the center conductor of the coaxial
antenna cable), and 4 horizontal elements (these are joined at the antenna base and
connect to the braided shield of the coaxial antenna cable). With a bit of creative
snipping, you can cut the elements down for peak scanner performance on various
VHF/UHF federal bands. Use the following cutting chart as a guide:

Maximum Performance Vert. Radiator Horiz. Elements
118 to 137 MHz 21 in. 26.5 in.

137 to 144 NHz 18 in. 26.5 in.

148 to 151 MHz 16.5 in. 26.5 in.

5. For best distance, mount your antenna outside, as high as possible, and as
far away as you can from other antennas, and from any metal objects such as
chimneys, wires, water tanks, etc. Antenna systems should be properly protected
from lightning strikes. Caution should always be exercised in installing an antenna
system that no part of the antenna or supporting structure come into contact with
electric wires-- or can topple into wires after installation. Electric wires contacting
antennas create a dangerous and life threatening situation.

6. It's OK to use RG-58/U coaxial cable for runs 50 ft. and less. For longer
runs, use RG-8/U type, or better. The longer the run, the larger the loss in
signal between the antenna and your scanner. In any case, use 50 or 52 ohm
coaxial, and do not use 72 ohm RG-59/U, which is intended for TV purposes.

Radio Paging Frequencies

Some federal agency offices and facilities have established one-way radio paging
to their own personnel. These systems operate on federal frequencies, primarily 162
to 174 MHz, and 406 to 420 MHz. Listed below are frequencies in the commercial
bands most often used for one-way voice and non-voice radio paging by private and
medical "beeper" users. Also shown are the frequencies used by companies
providing radio paging services to public subscribers-- these channels are the ones
shown with channel designators. The channel designators are unofficial, and are
those used within the radio paging industry to refer to the industry's own
channels. Note that in some areas, some commercial channels may also be used for
subscriber two-way comms.

Frequencies 929.3625 through 929.4625 MHz, as well as 929.6375 through
929.9875 MHz are used by private carrier paging services to provide one-way radio
paging to to police and fire officers, as well as others.

- What with the popularity of beepers among drug dealers, all levels of law
enforcement agencies have become interested in the contents of the messages sent
out to certain suspects in criminal investigations. Law enforcement agencies have
access to this information and can use it as evidence. Moreover, when pagers are
found at crime scenes, or confiscated during raids, they are easily traced back to
the person paying for the service. Based on the receiving frequency and access
number of the pager, the law enforcement agency is able to check the office files of
the paging company and look at the personal credit information supplied by the
subscriber, as well as billing, message information, and other data.

Law enforcement agencies are also able to obtain court orders to get paging
service suppliers to furnish cloned beepers that duplicate all non-voice messages
sent to specific suspects. This can also be accomplished surreptitiously without
bothering with court orders. Currently, investigative agencies have equipment
available that can easily read all non-voice radio paging messages.

The Electronic Communications Privacy Act (ECPA) of 1986 does not allow
monitoring voice radio paging, but allows monitoring of non-voice paging.
